SUPPORT OF GRAIN BELT EXPRESS CLEAN LINE

WHEREAS, the City of Marshall wishes to improve the quality of life for its citizens and

WHEREAS, the proposed Grain Belt Express Clean Line, a high voltage direct current

overhead transmission line, will transmit low-cost, wind-generated energy from the Great Plains to

WHEREAS, the construction of this transmission infrastructure in central Illinois will boost
demand for materials and services that support the transmission and wind power industries; and

WHEREAS, a reliable supply of clean, renewable, and competitively-priced electricity will
benefit consumers by diversifying the energy resource mix and will provide our region with a
competitive advantage as we seek to attract new businesses and industries.
